East Cambridgeshire District Council - Cllr Sharp said that the East Cambs DC element of the 2016/17 rates bill had not increased.  More funds than anticipated had been received from central government.  These would be distributed to 42 parishes in the district providing a windfall of £3k to £4k per parish to be spent as parish councils thought fit.   Local councils had until 8th April to make representations on the draft Transport Strategy.  The draft Local Plan would be circulated for comments.

Land Registry Update
The Chairman said that prior to going on holiday that Cllr Khan had advised that she had alerted the Land Registry to the changes on the lease.  The amendments would take one to two months. 
Bank Account.

Finance

Resolved to receive the 2015/16 accounts (including the bank balance and reconciliation) and adopt them.  They were then initialled on behalf of the Council by the Chairman (JB).
Highways & Footpaths
Speed Watch Update – The Chairman said she had been advised by Brian Robbins that the existing equipment contract could not be maintained.  It may be possible to obtain new lightweight speed watch kit to share with Brinkley and Ashley. 
Carla Nicholson was the new volunteer co-ordinator for speed watch in Burrough Green.  She would send out emails to trained volunteers. The timing of speed checks was raised to cover busy rush hour periods.  Much depended on the availability of a minimum of 3 volunteers between 7 and 8am. A new advertisement was needed in the Village Voice to attract new volunteers. 
LHI 2016/17 Application Update – The Chairman reported that she had received the disappointing news from Cara Cousins of Cambs CC that BGPC’s application had not succeeded.  A full report had been received including the Appendix showing the scoring.  Cara had advised that it might be possible for Burrough Green’s scheme to be approved subject to 100% third party funding. Alternatively, a new application could be made in the new funding round for 2017/18.  The Chairman commented that Cara’s advice may be helpful to gain a successful outcome in the next round, and the acting Clerk was requested to facilitate this.    Health & Safety issues needed to be included in any new bid with the support of the school. 
Parish Matters:
Sanctuary Housing Parking & Landscaping
Cllr Hill said Sanctuary services had been cut back because of budget restrictions and it seemed unlikely that that they would be spending any monies on the car park in the immediate future. 

In addition, the grass was not being cut, and the road not been adopted because of drainage issues.  This was against the background of contributions by residents being increased.   
Cllr Sharp (ECDC) said that East Cambs DC would be meeting Sanctuary Housing in April to discuss community issues.  Highlighting these concerns now was helpful.  

Village Green De-Registering Application – Cllr Penhaligan said that the land that was the subject of this application was not part of the village’s greens but was part of his front garden which had been incorrectly classified as a village green in 1967.  A case for de- registration had been put to Cambridgeshire CC.  A decision was expected in April.
Bench repairs/replacement – After some discussion it was agreed to obtain a new bench made from recycled plastic subject to a maximum budget of £600. 
There being no further business the Chairman thanked everyone for their attendance and declared the meeting closed at 21:15pm.
