Update on the ACV Application – The Bull Inn, Burrough Green
The Clerk is continuing to work to collate more evidence of different community groups that use the pub to meet, to show how the pub is enhancing social wellbeing, cultural, recreational and sport use, and will then re-submit the application. Cllr. Alan Sharp to check with planning on whether this should be considered as an urgent matter. Cllr. Penhaligan has submitted information to assist the Clerk. 
ECDC – UKPN Substation Consultation

Cllr. Rusk and Cllr. Simpson have visited the site. Cllr. Alan Sharp had met with Spencer Clark, East Cambridgeshire District Council, at the proposed site to discuss matters. The substation is understood to be 3m x 6m and will fit within the overgrown area at the rear of the site. No adverse feedback has been received from residents of Hartfield Road.
